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2006 Kidney Walk By Julie Danley, Community Development VP

The 5th Annual National Kidney Foundationds Kidney Walk,
which is taking place Sunday, September 24, 2006, 9:00-12:00
at Hudson Gardens, Littleton, CO, is a 1.5 mile non-competitive
walk focusing on education and prevention of kidney and urinary
tract diseases, and awareness of the need for organ donation. The
Kidney Walk presents an occasion for dialysis patients, organ
transplant recipients, donor families, living donors, the medical and
business communities, and the general public to celebrate life and
create lasting community advocacy and long-term support for the
Foundationds mission. While raising funds for the National Kidney
Foundationds programs and services, the Kidney Walk provides an
opportunity for family, friends, and colleagues to participate in an
inspiring, community-based event. This is a project that is very
close to my heart.

I was diagnosed with End-Stage Renal Disease (ESRD) when |
was 7 T years old and started on peritoneal dialysis in 1981 when
I was eight years old. Since 1981 | have been on peritoneal and
hemodialysis, had three kidney transplants, and multiple surgeries
related to the disease. Thanks to the National Kidney Foundation
(NKF) and its programs, | was able to attend camps, go to support
groups, and always be a kid. Since my last transplant in February
of 2000, | have wanted to find a way to give back and bring
attention to the need of organ donors. While researching a way
for me to do that, this is one way that | found to raise money and
educate many people for the desperate need for organ donors.
