they have adopted. We will be building playgrounds, helping repair
dilapidated school buildings etc. One group even bought their school a
new wood burning stove.

One thing we realized very early is that the children do not have the
basic tools needed to learn. We thought it would be very easy for family
and friends to stick a couple of pencils or a small pack of crayons into a
care package that they were sending to us.

Given the wonderful generosity of all Americans, this idea has grown
and now there are remarkable groups like your Jaycees and some
schools and other non-profit groups etc that are having drives for the
children of Kosovo. There are so many things that we take for granted.
These children go to school for half the day and then most go home
toworkintheir gardensor tendtotheir livestock so they can eat come winter.

The Family Readiness Group of Texas has a goal to collect 300 backpacks
to send to us to distribute to some of the children. This group is a support
group for the families left behind when soldiers deploy. It allows families
to have contact with others going through the same hardships and a
forum to have questions answered and receive assistance if needed.

This group has really been active over the last two years. Over 3000
soldiers of the Texas 56Bde deployed to Iraq last year and currently over
2500 soldiers are deployed in Kosovo, Boshia and Egypt. Another 800
from Texas are preparing to mobilize this year.
