History of Interfaith Efforts in Our Community
A 50 year history of ecumenical and interfaith groups and activities in the Fort Collins area
In the 1960’s and 1970’s there was an ecumenical fervor among Christian denominations which fostered like-minded activities in the Fort Collins area, with various local congregations of Christian denominations completing mergers with one another.  It was during this era that local Christian congregations also joined together in the United Campus Ministry to and with students at CSU and under the leadership of Rev. Bob Geller.  In early 1970’s, through the efforts of Frank Holland, Director of Catholic Community Services of Northern Colorado, the beginnings of The Fort Collins Area Interfaith Council also took shape At that time six Christian pastors from Catholic, Methodist, American Baptist, Presbyterian, and Lutheran churches responded to the invitation to join together in a local mission outreach to those in need.   In 1978, that group organized as the Fort Collins Area Interfaith Council, including lay representation from each of the participating congregations.  The Interfaith Council has grown to include thirty faith communities from multiple faith traditions. These communities share together in identifying and supporting programs that respond to basic human needs in the areas of hunger, housing, health, and other social concerns.  

For thirty years an ecumenical group of evangelical Christian pastors have met for prayer and conversation each month.  This group has organized as the Fort Collins Church Network, joining together in a shared ministry to those in need in the community, and are a sponsor of this year’s “Make a Difference Days”, October 23 - 28.

There has been an interfaith observance of the “Hour for Peace” in Fort Collins on December 31st for the last twenty years.
In January of 2002, following 9/11, there was an Interfaith Council-sponsored gathering on the topic of: “Fundamentalism and Violence in the Abrahamic Faith Traditions” with more than 130 people from multiple faith communities participating.   Later in 2002, on the first

The Vedic Religion refers to the nameless, formless, attributeless Higher Power as "Brahman," as mentioned in the Vedas.  Being actually nameless, Brahman has also been referred to with words like "Tat" (That), "Sat" (pronounced "sut" - Existence or Being) or AUM (primordial sound), and so on by various sages and incarnations over thousands of years.

"Sat-chit-ananda" means Being which is conscious and loving.  The Golden Rule from the Bhagavad Gita states, "The best yogi is one who sees the pleasure and pain of all beings as his own” (6:32).  Many traditions come under the Vedic Religion, including Hindus (Shaivites, Tantricas, Vaishnavas, etc.), Sikhs, Jains, Vedantists (Inst. of Living Universal Values) and others.  The Vedas long ago declared, "Truth is One, sages call it by various names."

anniversary of 9/11, there was an Interfaith Council-sponsored interfaith service held at Plymouth Congregational United Church of Christ, under the leadership of Pastor Hal Chorpening.  

Beginning in 2003 and continuing to the present time, Resurrection Fellowship has sponsored a gathering of Christian churches for “Praise in the Park” each summer.  

In March of 2004, on the first anniversary of the invasion of Iraq, the Peace with Justice Ministry Team of Plymouth Congregational Church (with the support of the Interfaith Council) hosted a community- wide Interfaith Service for Peace.  

In January 2005, an Interfaith Dialogue Group was initiated with the support of the Interfaith Council. This group meets monthly on the first Thursday during the lunch hour.  Later in 2005, persons representing the Jewish, Muslim and Christian communities called the “Tent of Abraham, Hagar and Sarah” (ToAHS) organized “God’s October Surprise”. Observances included an interfaith service at the Lincoln Center a year ago and subsequent sojourn events in each of those faith traditions.  Representatives of the “Tent of Abraham” faith traditions continue to meet for the building of interfaith relationships, learning and dialogue. A family-style, multi-faith observance inspired by the ToAHS efforts was also sponsored by the Institute for Living Universal Values (LUV) last October. The congruence of holy days of all the major world religions was celebrated in the sanctuary at the Unitarian Universalist Church by local faith representatives.
In 2006, a coalition of TAHS, LUV and the Interfaith Council, known as the Multi-faith Coalition of Northern Colorado, came together for the purpose of planning and organizing the next generation of interfaith/multi-faith community events as outlined in this Passport.

Our mission is to address issues of community concern and to mobilize faith-based teamwork to respond to the basic human needs of every person in our community. Today this ecumenical body encompasses over thirty religious bodies, with about an equal number of community service groups as affiliated members. Major mission accomplishments in recent years include food for the hungry, assistance with housing provisions for low-income families, health services for needy families and individuals, contact with local and state lawmakers, assistance to families uprooted by the flood in Ft. Collins, and a wide variety of community social concerns that need to be addressed.

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Sufism

Sufism or tasawwuf, as it is called in Arabic, is generally understood by scholars and Sufis to be the inner, mystical, or psycho-spiritual dimension of Islam. Today, however, many Muslims and non-Muslims believe that Sufism is outside the sphere of Islam. Nevertheless, Seyyed Hossein Nasr, one of the foremost scholars of Islam, in his article The Interior Life in Islam contends that Sufism is simply the name for the inner or esoteric dimension of Islam.

In spite of its many variations and voluminous expressions, the essence of Sufi practice is quite simple. It is that the Sufi surrenders to God, in love, over and over; which involves embracing with love at each moment the content of one's consciousness (one's perceptions, thoughts, and feelings, as well as one's sense of self) as gifts of God or, more precisely, as manifestations of God.

The word "Buddha" means "Awakened One" or "Enlightened One".  Buddhism is based on the teachings and practices of Gautama Buddha, who lived in India around 2500 years ago, and attained spiritual liberation through years of study and experimentation with the various religious practices of his time. Buddhism is often thought of as a religion, but it can also be seen as a practical philosophy and a psychology. 
According to the Buddha, any person can become enlightened through the study and practice of spiritual teachings, by leading a virtuous, moral life, and by investigating one's mind to develop wisdom, insight and compassion. A larger intention of Buddhist practice, and perhaps what could be called the golden rule, is to cultivate one’s capacity for loving kindness and to encourage peace, happiness and freedom for all beings.
Buddhism is divided into three main schools: Theravāda, Mahāyāna, and Vajrayāna.    Fort Collins has Buddhist groups from the Mahāyāna tradition such as the Thich Nhat Hanh Zen group, Peaceful Heart Sangha; from the Vajrayāna and Theravādan traditions such as the Heruka Meditation Center and the Shambala Meditation Center and a Vipassana group at the Unitarian Church.
